The home is developing the key worker role. The key worker is responsible for          

befriending the resident and family, they ensure their rooms are tidy, clothes are in good 

repair and make sure the resident has enough personal toiletries to deliver personal 

care. (A list of  who is key worker is posted in main entrance) However, we need all   

relatives, friends, to check their resident has toiletries and if  not can provide a small 

stack to be kept in their bedroom. 

The key worker will on occasions phone you to ask you to re stock any personal items 

needed. 

Just a reminder, from previous newsletters, memory boxes– please can you provide 

items to be involved in the memory box, i.e. Photo’s, items which maybe relevant to  

interests, career, hats, uniform, books, models (aeroplanes etc). 

Having these box’s made up will assist staff  with social, reminiscence and maintain the 

residents well being and best interests. We will provide the box’s, Sarah will then do 

some work with the residents to personalise them. 

I would like each month to have a meeting with 6 relatives, it could be one to one or as 

a group. I would like to discuss any issues, concerns, suggestions and positive feedback. 

I will then review and complement changes where necessary. 

I will start these group session in January 2012 and will hold meetings on a Saturday.
